Teacher Only Day

A reminder that the school will be closed on Monday 21st June for a Teacher-only-Day. 
One of the world’s ‘Inquiry Learning’ gurus, Michael Pohl, will be facilitating a day’s workshop for our staff and up to a dozen teachers from other schools.
Burglary, Vandalism….
Yes, similar message; last week I told you of the break in and burglary of the library on Wednesday night; on Friday the lowlife were back: a large piece of wood thrown through the door window. Two computers taken and an attempt to rip the flat screen TV off the wall, - bent the mounting bracket, wracked the screen so violently it cracked.

We have taken steps and are taking further action: 
equipment is now very visibly engraved; there is a statement to this effect on all rooms; wherever practical items are secured; wherever practical items are stored out of sight, including personal property in school hours; some items are removed from the school; as per advice (and usage/practicality) we have the equipment ‘spread’ so there is no ‘treasure trove’.
We have consulted and discussed and are continuing to do so, with Police; we have a wealth of information to assimilate and possible actions to decide on; we have a security consultant coming to assist us in future planning/deterrent; this includes consideration of cameras and more lighting. 
Sadly, an enduring message is - “if a human can invent it, a human can invent a way around it”.
On a more positive note, another message is that along with whatever steps we can realistically take – The public are our best defence!!

From Police notes:

Encourage staff/parents/neighbours to speak to persons found on school grounds and ascertain what they are doing there. If you don’t like their response – call the Police. Be sure to explain reasons for suspicion and that you had been advised to report such activity. Make sure the local community knows whom to call after hours. (Board contacts on office door and noticeboard).
Anyone found on school property in school hours who does not have obvious legitimate business should be challenged and redirected to the office. 
Safety – Driveway

1. For what should be obvious safety reasons, like other schools, our driveway and up to the roundabout is not a drop off or pickup zone. The sign at the gate clearly says ‘Staff and school business vehicles only”.
2. Speed: there is a very clear sign at the beginning of the driveway: commonsense surely says why……
