July’'s Walk of the Month — Devonshire Park Track (Whangarei)

It's almost the end of July and heading out for a walk to one of Northland’s tracks is probably not your first choice
of things to do with the family, but believe it or not there are some short tracks out there that are in good
condition. The Devonshire Park Track, one of the Whangarei District Council walks located at Tamaterau is in
great condition and well worth the visit.

The Tamaterau community is approximately 13 kilometres from Whangarei
heading towards Whangarei Heads. Based right on the waters edge with a
large car park and public toilet, this track provides lots of options for the
whole family. Why not go for a fish or get the kids out looking for crabs
and building sandcastles. There is also a public tennis court close to
Tamaterau Beach so bring your rackets and a gold coin and have a game.
This is also a wonderful beach for swimming in the summer months.

The gravel track that follows the harbour out of the bay leads you up into
the Pohutakawa trees which are so characteristic of Northland’s foreshore.
This short track (750 metres or 940 steps one way ) is reasonably easy to
walk and leads you to the Blue Heron Campgrounds at Manganese Point.
From there you can walk along the beach front at low tide and make your
way around the campground till you get to the end of the next bay. As a
return trip this will get you walking just over 3 kilometres or 3,750 steps
