Walk of Month — Waro Lake Reserve, Hikurangi
The township of Hikurangi is approximately 10 minutes north of Whangarei with two posted exit signs.
The second exit off the highway will take you directly to the Waro Lake Reserve. The car park is down

the first left hand side road, after you exit the highway — go slowly as it is easy to miss.

WARO LAKE RESERVE

The Waro Lake Reserve found at the entry point into Hikurangi is a very unique and beautiful place to
visit. Along with having the lake so accessible, the outer lying rock formations are truly something to see.
The limestone rocks are made up of various types of shells, clay, silt and algae which over time have
been eroded chemically by acidic rain and groundwater. Situated in a small cluster, the rocks and
surrounding vegetation are quite scenic for walking around and this is the reason this area is my choice as
‘Walk of the Month’.

Park in the car park and walk north following the orange trail markers. This track is not well suited to
those people that are unsteady. It is a grass track with rocks to climb over and step between. It is a great
walk for children and those that like to be a bit more adventurous with exploring around the rock
formations and bush. Continue to follow the orange markers all the way around the rock formations and
back to the carpark via the stile that crosses over the fence on the south side of the lake.

This walk is approximately 2,840 steps (2.2km) - not bad for a leisurely stroll around a lake.
