December’s Walk of the Month – WHANGAREI LUNCHTIME WALK 
 
Our ‘walk of the month’  special features a Whangarei city walk to encourage people to get outside and walk some 
of our local tracks.  These walks are also ideal to do during your lunchtime and require no more than walking out 
your door and heading down the road.  
 
Town Basin’s Waka and Wave Track .   
 
From the city centre, head to the Town Basin and take in the views of all the yachts, cafes and shops.  Wonder 
down the river towards the playground and you will find the track to the Waka and Wave sculpture along the 
water’s edge.  The track is well maintained by the Council and is wide enough for prams and wheelchairs.   
 
This is a flat walk and takes you out towards the end of the Hihiaua peninsula.  As a reward for walking this track 
you will get to see the Waka and Wave sculptures at the end.  Take your lunch along and have a bite to eat at the 
end or simply walk the track back taking 1,500 steps  (1.2 kilometres) or approximately 20 minutes (return) to the 
Town Basin for something to eat or drink.
